
LIMERICK PLANNING BOARD- Approved 10-14-13

 Minutes August 21, 2013   



Chairman Wardwell opened the meeting at 7:00 P.M. with Andy Ivey and Howard Burnham present.

WALK-IN’s

Steve Malmude of Emery Corner Road approached the board with the issue of the propane tank being proposed on Carroll Lane. Steve asked the board members if they watched the prior appeals board meeting, some had and others had not. He continued by asking the chairman what is the function of the planning board.

Adam stated that the planning board deals with of non conforming issues and conditional uses and the propane tank project is located in the business district where bulk storage is a permitted use therefore the planning board was not involved as a conditional use permit was not needed. Adam continued by stating that the code enforcement officer notifies the planning board if a conditional use permit is needed and he refers the applicant to the planning board when necessary. 

Steve asked what else the board deals with.

Adam stated that in the permitting process the board deals with conditional uses.

Howard Burnham stated that the board also deals with ordinances.

Steve held us what appeared to be the town’s zoning ordinances and asked if the board deals with that.

Howard stated yes, the board works with the CEO and makes recommendations to changes in existing ordinances and helps create new ordinances.

Steve stated that the document he is holding lacks direction and there is no code of ethics contained within the document.

Adam asked Steve if he is holding up the Zoning Ordinance.

Steve stated yes. 

There was a lengthy discussion back and forth on various issues and Adam stated there is a process in place to change things that Steve has a problem with.

Adam stated that if Steve has a problem with the zoning ordinance the board holds monthly workshops and the board can address any problem that Steve may have with the zoning ordinance at one of the board’s workshops and this is not the place to air Steve’s personal feelings; if you have a complaint about the zoning ordinances we’ll continue, the board has limited time to work on issues and no time to discuss your personal feelings. 
Adam stated this issue is beyond the planned agenda for this meeting; and again stated this is not the place to air your personal feelings on how the town is run.


CORRESPONDENCE: 

1. An email from Mike Welch regarding the setback for the proposed propane tank from the stream shown on the plan. How does the DEP negate the 75 foot setback set by the Planning Board as shown on the subdivision plan and reduce it to a 60 foot setback from the stream. 

Andy stated that he thought that the town’s ruling took precedence over the state if the town ruling was the stricter.

Howard stated he felt the same, how can the state override what was put on the plan by the board; unless some state law authorizes this, the town stating 75 feet rules.

The board discussed this question and asked that the subdivision plan be brought in for the board to review and looked at the plan and had a lengthy discussion between them. 

Andy stated that after seeing this email for the first time and discussing the issue briefly the board will do some research before answering Mr. Welch’s question.


2. Dennis LaFrenier retired fire department chief in Mass with a letter outlining his concerns for the placement of the propane tank on Carroll Lane.

3. Mike Connolly email stating he picked up the CU application and is considering a Laundromat at his property on Map 23 Lot 24 the former Dough Boy building.

Andy motioned and Howard seconded the motion to accept the minutes of June 19th and July 17th as presented.

OLD BUSINESS:

Andy motioned and Howard seconded the motion to vote to approve the conditional use permit for Larry Whiteley.

The board signed the conditional use permit for Whiteley’s Used Cars and Garage as of August 21, 2013.

Adam asked Andy to report on the discussion concerning proposed changes to the Single Family Seasonal Zone and the results of the CEO sending the proposed ordinance to the town attorney for input in the wording for the warrant article.

Andy stated that the board went over the correspondence from the town attorney regarding the above proposal and the addition of a Lake Arrowhead Residential Zone as well as a Lakes District Zone for Sokokis Lake and Pickerel Pond. Also discussed was the wording under P6 that discussed dimensional requirements and requirements for those non conforming lots as of July 1, 2013 and the requirements for lots under separate ownership as well as contiguous lots under the same ownership. 

The board members discussed this correspondence from the town attorney and discussed holding another workshop where copies can be given out to anyone interested and then hold a public hearing that is required before the issue is voted on in November. After discussion it was decided because of time restraint to move forward with a public hearing and not to hold another workshop. 

Steve Malmude got up again and insisted on continuing his talking about the propane issue and the town’s code of ethics. Adam stated that the board would not continue this conversation but will discuss Steve’s issues at the next workshop.

Norm Hutchins came in to discuss the issue raised by Mike Welch’s email stating that the subdivision made reference to the stream setback under the notes on one page but not the other but he would get back to the after reviewing the situation.
