Chairman Wardwell opened the meeting at 7:00 P.M. with Andy Ivey, Dave Coleman and Howard Burnham present.

PUBLIC HEARING:

Adam opened the public hearing for Whiteley’s Used Auto and Garage; site walk was held on Wed July 10, 2013.

Adam asked Larry if there were any changes since his last renewal.

Larry stated no changes to his business everything is the same.

Adam closed the public hearing.

REVIEW:
Article VII – Conditional Uses

A. A conditional use permit is designed for those uses, which may be permitted as a service to the community or for the benefit of the town’s general welfare. The standards of this provision are designed to ensure adequate control of the location, design and operation of conditional uses.

B.	The Planning Board may approve an application for a Conditional Use Permit if the applicant demonstrates that the proposed use:

1. Will meet the definition and specific requirements set forth in this ordinance for the specific use; Dave motioned and Andy seconded the motion that based on the information provided by the applicant and information from the site walk this condition has been met.

2. Will not have a significant detrimental effect on the use and peaceful enjoyment of adjacent or nearby property as a result of noise, vibrations, fumes, odor, dust, light, glare or other cause; Dave motioned and Andy seconded the motion that based on the information provided by the applicant and information from the site walk this condition has been met.

3. Will not have a significant adverse effect on adjacent or nearby property values; Dave motioned and Andy seconded the motion that based on the information provided by the applicant and information from the site walk this condition has been met.

4. Will not result in significant hazards to pedestrian or vehicular traffic or significant traffic congestion; Dave motioned and Andy seconded the motion that based on the information provided by the applicant and information from the site walk this condition has been met.

5. Will not result in significant fire danger; Dave motioned and Andy seconded the motion that based on the information provided by the applicant and information from the fire department this condition has been met.

6. Will not result in significant flood hazards or flood damage, drainage problems, ground or surface water contamination, or soil erosion; 
Dave motioned and Andy seconded the motion that based on the information provided by the applicant and information from the site walk this condition has been met.

7. Will not create a safety hazard because of inadequate access to the site, or to the buildings on the site, for emergency vehicles; 
Dave motioned and Andy seconded the motion that based on the information provided by the applicant and information from the site walk this condition has been met.

8. Will not create hazards to motorists traveling on adjacent public streets, is adequate to the safety of occupants or users of the site and will not damage the value and diminish the usability of adjacent properties; 
Dave motioned and Andy seconded the motion that based on the information provided by the applicant and information from the site walk this condition has been met.

9. Makes provisions for buffers and on-site landscaping, which provides adequate protection to neighboring properties from detrimental features of the development;
Andy motioned and Howard seconded the motion that based on the information provided by the applicant and information from the site walk this condition has been met.

10. Makes provisions for vehicular loading and unloading and parking for vehicular and pedestrian circulation on the site and onto adjacent public streets which neither create hazards to safety nor impose significant burdens on public facilities; 
Andy motioned and Howard seconded the motion that based on the information provided by the applicant and information from the site walk this condition has been met.

11. Makes adequate provision for disposal of wastewater or solid waste and for the prevention of ground or surface water contamination; 
Andy motioned and Howard seconded the motion that based on the information from the site walk this condition has been met.

12. Makes adequate provision to control erosion or sedimentation;
Andy motioned and Howard seconded the motion that based on the landscaping provided by the applicant this condition has been met.

13. Makes adequate provision to handle storm water run-off and other drainage problems on the site; 
Andy motioned and Howard seconded the motion that this condition has been met.

14. Provides for a water supply that will meet the demands of the proposed use; 
Andy motioned and Howard seconded the motion that based on the information from the site walk this condition has been met.

15. Makes adequate provisions for the transportation, storage and disposal of hazardous substances and materials as defined by State law; 
Andy motioned and Howard seconded the motion that based on the information provided by the applicant this condition has been met.

16. Will not have an adverse impact on significant scenic vistas or on significant wildlife habitat, which could be avoided by reasonable modification of the plan;
Andy motioned and Howard seconded the motion that this condition has been met.

 Article VI Section E 1-4

1. No structure (buildings or equipment) shall be located within (50) fifty - feet of any property line, public way, or within two hundred (200’) feet of any dwelling not on the premises. Andy motioned and Dave seconded that based on the site walk this requirement has been met.

2. The issue of burning torches for repair or dismantling of vehicles shall be confined to non- combustible floors in enclosed buildings, or in the open, only upon areas cleared of all vegetation and other combustible materials. Dave motioned and Andy seconded that based n the site walk this requirement has been met.

3. A screen of plantings not less than fifteen (15’) feet in depth shall be maintained as a visual barrier to conceal salvage operations, and dismantled or stored vehicles from view of any dwelling or public right of way. Such vegetative screen shall have a mature height of not less than fifteen (15’) feet. The Limerick 
Planning Board may require construction of an eight (8’) foot high wooden fence, which shall blend harmoniously with its environs, in such cases where vegetation is not feasible, desirable, or effective. Dave motioned and Andy seconded that this requirement is N/A.

4. The proprietor of any such facility shall apply for renewal of his conditional use permit every two (2) years. Failure to comply with the provisions of this ordinance, as interpreted by the Planning Board shall be cause for revocation of the conditional use permit after public hearing of non-compliance. Dave motioned and Andy seconded that conditions 1-4 in Article VI Section E has been met therefore the conditional use application is approved.

Howard asked that all the conditions in any following conditional uses be incorporated in the application.

Adam stated that the secretary will have the Findings of Facts completed by the August 21st meeting at which time the board will sign the Findings.


WALK-INS:

Mike Connelly addressed the board looking for some input from the board as to suggestions for what he might do to the old Dough Boy building. Mike Connelly stated he came to the workshop on July 10th and couldn’t find the meeting.

Adam stated that they had a site walk for the Whiteley conditional use prior to the workshop and returned early.

Mike asked what the results of the workshop were and had they discussed his project.

Dave stated that because Mike was not there they did not discuss his project and discussed the Lake Arrowhead Single Family Seasonal District that has been pending. Dave continued by stating that Mike can do anything on that lot that is allowed in that district on the Land Use Chart.

Mike asked about a Laundromat, is that allowed or not in that zone? Mike continued by asking if the board had considered his proposal for having a rental unit available for weekly rentals. 

There was a joint discussion if a Laundromat was or was not allowed and why the CEO had said it was not allowed.  Andy left the meeting to see if the CEO was available to answer that question.

Andy returned and stated that the CEO would be right down.

Steve Malmude a Limerick resident asked if it were relevant that a Laundromat 

CEO Norm Hutchins stated that according to old records at one point the reopening of a Laundromat was not allowed because the building was not hooked into town water and sewer, now that is hooked into water and sewer so the possibility of opening a Laundromat now is possible with a conditional use permit. The project must be presented to the planning board because it is a change of use and the lot is non conforming as well as the building is non conforming. As far as weekly rentals if the applicant so chooses to do that also requires a conditional use permit.

Steve Malmude stated that when it was a Laundromat it was extremely convenient.

Mike stated that he will contact the secretary to obtain an application after deciding what he wants to do.

Adam asked if there were any other public comments.

Jane Garza a resident stated that she has been to the selectmen to complain about noise after ten o’clock at night, sounds like explosions and cannons going off. She was told by the Selectmen that the town does not have a noise ordinance and she should bring her concerns to the Planning Board. 

Howard Burnham asked when she heard these noises.

Jane stated that this happened several nights in June but because of the bugs at night she has not been on her deck at night recently and she doesn’t know if it is gun shots or firecrackers.

Adam stated that the State of Maine has set 10PM as the limit for shooting off fireworks and the town does not have an ordinance. 

Jane said then if this continues after 10PM then that would be against the law.

Howard suggested that if this continues after 10PM then she should call the Sheriff’s Department.

Jane stated she hates to bother them especially since she can’t determine where the noise is coming from.

Howard stated that shouldn’t bother her as he has called them in the past because of the smell of sulphur going through his house from fireworks.

Jane thanked the board.

The board set August 21st for the next meeting and there will not be a workshop in August.

ADJOURNMENT:

The board voted to adjourn the meeting 4-0 in favor.
