
 LIMERICK PLANNING BOARD –Approved August 21, 2013

 Minutes June 19, 2013   



Chairman Wardwell opened the meeting at 7:00 P.M. with Andy Ivey, Dave Coleman and Howard Burnham present.
 
MINUTES: 

Dave motioned and Andy seconded the motion to accept the minutes for May 15, 2013 as presented.

WALK-IN:

Mike Connelly owns 8 Emery Corner Rd, the old Laundromat building, zoned business. He has asked the Planning board what would be allowed in that building, what he can or can’t do, he understands that he cannot have a Laundromat. He needs the boards support in finding out what would be a good use for both himself and the town. 

Dave stated that this lot is in the Business Zone and that means he can put in any number of businesses that would fall under personal services.

Mike stated he thought of expanding the building for a rental and the CEO has stated that the building can’t be expanded. 

Howard asked if there would be a business space on the first floor and an apartment in the basement, was it rented.

Mike stated yes, it is rented.

Dave stated that this goes back to the CEO office and the Shoreland Zone and what can or can’t be put there, there are many businesses listed in that zone that are allowable but the Shoreland Zoning may be more restrictive.

Mike asked if there was a variance process that he could follow.

Dave stated yes the Board of Appeals would be where he would go for a variance.

The code enforcement officer Norm Hutchins came in and stated that there is no longer a 30% expansion rule that was changed a while ago and Mr. Connolly because of that change cannot expand that building, he will get together with Jeri and find out about the notation on the property card that says the building could not be used again for a Laundromat. His notations also concluded that this is a non conforming lot with a non conforming building therefore it cannot be expanded. 

Howard asked why when that building is on town water and sewer it cannot be used as a Laundromat. 

Norm stated because it is nonconforming it cannot be reopened as a Laundromat but he will look into it further.

Mike stated he is looking for the right business for himself and the town any other thoughts or ideas he is open for suggestions.

Adam stated that if it is a limited business proposed it apparently needs to come back to the planning board and the board set July 10th as a date for a workshop.

Adam stated that under walk-in’s neither Larry Whiteley or Ron Podlaski were present and even though Larry was not present the board set July 10th at 6:30 as a date for a site walk for Whiteley’s Used Cars and Garage and July 17th at 7:00 for a public hearing. Adam will contact Larry to see if these dates are OK with him.

A sample E911 addressing ordinance from Norm was discussed by the board and Adam read a portion of the proposal; this will be discussed further at the workshop on the 10th.

CORRESPONDANCE:

Andy read correspondence that was sent on May 13th to Ron Podlaski advising him to be present as a walk-in on June 19th.

Adam noted a bill from Southern Maine Regional Planning that needs to be approved for payment. This bill was generated from the last meeting when the representative went over the seasonal zone issue; the balance of $232.50 exceeded the amount of credit the town had with SMRPC. After a brief discussion it was voted 4-0 to pay the bill.

OLD BUSINESS:

Dave gave a report on the last workshop held to go over the Single Family Seasonal Zone where it was discussed to look up the LAC Bylaws and deed restrictions, a list of maps for LAC that are in the map file downstairs was given them by the Secretary and those sections not on file would need to be looked up at the Registry also a copy of Waterboro’s Village District Zone would need to be obtained.

Howard asked if someone had fallen asleep at the wheel, why were there so many year round homes in Lake Arrowhead that were non conforming.

Both Adam and Dave stated that they were probably originally built as seasonal and then owners started using them year round.

Adam stated that there are different opinions as to how these properties should be handled.

Adam recognized that Ron Podlaski came in and he stated that the board would hear from him even thought he was late.

Ron Podlaski addressed the board and stated that he wants to reopen his used car sales business.

Dave stated that he needs to apply for a conditional use renewal which is due every two years and a site walk and public hearing needs to be scheduled.

Ron stated the thought he had already done all that and the state said he only needs a letter from the town approving his business.

Dave stated again that he needs to renew his permit starting with a new application.

Ron is still confused and doesn’t understand why he has to have a site walk and public hearing all over again.

Adam again stated that he needs to fill out a new application, and there has to be a site walk and public hearing; we try and make the process as painless as possible and if you had your application tonight we could schedule these with the Whiteley site walk and public hearing, you need to see the secretary and get your application.

Ron stated he would get an application.
