CALL TO ORDER:
Bob called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  Welcome to the viewing audience and flag salute 
MINUTES:
· Motion made and seconded to accept the Meeting Highlights of April 14, 2014.  All were in favor. 
DEPARTMENT REPORTS:

· Joanne Andrews reported that her Annual Solid Waste Management Report for Licensed Transfer Stations and Landfills would be sent to the state this week as it is due at the end of April. 
SCHEDULED SPEAKERS: 
· Steve McLean questioned liability insurance on all contractors working for the Town. Steve also had questions about his tax bill, asking for clarification. He shared with the Board a reminder that the lettering on the ladder truck has still not been done. Steve also wants written notice back in regards to his request for abatement.

· Eileen Bryan requested information on costs of legal fees being incurred regarding the proposed propane site. Board to follow up for next meeting. Eileen also questioned if a new permit will need to be issued for the propane tank site.

NEW BUSINESS:
· Bob read a memo from the CEO regarding the Statement of Deficiencies and Plan of Corrections Report from the Maine Department of Public Safety regarding the Brick Town Hall.   Appointments have been made for estimates for the work to be done and the Board will continue to make updates of the progress of funding and repairs.
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· Motion made and seconded to appoint Michael Ward, Jerry Provencher, Frank Carroll Sr., Peter Proctor, and Laurie Thyng to the Cemetery Committee.  All were in favor. 
· Motion made and seconded to approve the contract with LaLonde Land Surveying.  All were in favor.
· Motion made and seconded to approve contract for dispatch services with Sanford Regional Communications Center.  All were in favor.
· Approved pricing for copies (no change).
· A Public Hearing was scheduled for Monday, May 12th at 7:00 at the Municipal Building for the Peppermill Restaurant to renew their Class I Restaurant, Malt, Spirituous, and Vinous Liquor License.  
· Motion made and seconded to approve Matt LePage as Gatekeeper for Pickerel Pond for the 2014 season.  All were in favor.
· Bob read a memo requesting all department heads to attend the Board of Selectmen meeting held on the first Monday of each month and provide an update/summary of their department.

· Correspondence from Oak Point Associates regarding the Limerick Public Safety Facility Study was addressed.  Board to set up a meeting with the Public Safety Building Committee on how to proceed
· William King, York County Sheriff’s Office was scheduled for the April 28th Board of Selectmen’s Meeting. 
· Motion made and seconded to pay $100.00 for extra clean up at Tibbetts Park and $100.00 for extra clean up at the Brick Town Hall.  All were in favor.  
· Bob Richardson will have the sweeper the week of May 12th.  He will give a quote on the cleanup of the Municipal Building.  Also, will address the sidewalks at that time. 

ANNOUNCEMENTS:
· Announcements were read by Dean.
HEARING OF CITIZENS:
· Allen Melanson had questions concerning the progress on the repairs of the Brick Town Hall stating that safety and security are of the utmost importance.   
· Brian Saulnier questioned what seemed like a form of censorship at previous meetings and would like to see that the lines of communication stay open.
· Judy LePage suggests that there might be grant money available from the State to help cover the Handicap Accessibility renovations at the Brick Town Hall provided the building would be used again for voting purposes.
· Steve Malmude inquired about the bidding process for small jobs. 
· Wendy Farrand inquired if it was required that board members attend training seminars.  
· Charles Pellegrino addressed bid amount for roof exceeding the appropriated amount by $277.00.  Motion made and seconded that the Fire Department would pay the $277.00 from their account.   All were in favor.
· Joanne Andrews commented that because the Brick Town Hall is registered as a Historical Building the process for doing renovations will be a lengthy and difficult process.  Also stated that because of budget cuts there is less money for board members to attend training seminars. 
· Steve Malmude questioned if the Fire Department had any legal rights to access public, private and commercial buildings at any time.  
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· Steve McLean proposed making hard wired smoke alarms first priority at Brick Town Hall.
· Until all the repairs have been completed at the Brick Town Hall, Brian Saulnier suggested a fire watch person could be present at all functions. 
· Motion made and seconded to replace the battery operated emergency lights at the Brick Town Hall.  All were in favor. Note:  An electrician will be hired (approximately 2 hrs.) to install. 
· Board to schedule a time to meet with the Budget Committee and the Handicapped Accessibility Committee to discuss various issues.
