CALL TO ORDER:
Bob called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  Welcome to the viewing audience and flag salute 
MINUTES:
· Motion made and seconded to accept the Meeting Highlights of April 05, 2014.  All were in favor.
PUBLIC HEARINGS:
· Two Public Hearings were held:  One for the renewal of a Class 1 Restaurant, Malt, Spirituous, and Vinous Liquor License for the Peppermill Restaurant and one for the renewal of a Class 1 Restaurant, Vinous Liquor License for the Clipper Merchant Tea House.  Highlights for these Public Hearings are a separate document.

· The Fire Department/EMS Division monthly report for April was read by Dean.

New Business:

· Motion made and seconded for the Librarian, Cindy Smith, to attend a Training Class. All were in favor.
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· Dean to contact Kaz Fine Lines for an estimate to paint crosswalk markings at the corner of Main and Washington Street. 

· Motion made and seconded to accept the renewal quote from P & C Insurance for the Specialty Risk Accident Group Coverage Policy.  All were in favor.   
· Motion made and seconded to approve the Monthly General Assistance Reimbursement Report for the month of April in the amount of $759.80.  All were in favor.
· Motion made and seconded to approve the expenditure of $15,500.00 for the paving project at the Transfer Station.  All were in favor.  
·  Motion made and seconded to approve the purchase of three (3) door closers in the amount of $69.90 each to be installed at the Municipal Building. All were in Favor.

· Motion made and seconded to appoint Frank Carroll Sr. and Robert Libby to the Fire Department Building Committee. All were in favor.
· The Board signed the Warrant (six (6) copies) that will be voted on by secret ballot at a Special Town Meeting being held on Tuesday, June 10th.  A Public Hearing will be held on Tuesday, May 27th to discuss the proposed Fire Department/EMS Ordinance article.  Jeri to send the public notice to the Shopping Guide on Monday, May 19th (upon return of her vacation).  Copy of ordinance will be available in the Town Clerk’s Office.
· Judy announced that the town will also be voting on the School Budget, polls opening at 8:00 a.m. and closing at 8:00 p.m.  In addition, Judy gave an explanation for the purpose of the Fire Department Ordinance.   Discussion and questions followed by concerned citizens. 
ANNOUNCEMENTS:
· Read By Dean LePage.
EXECUTIVE SESSION:
· Motion made and seconded to enter into an Executive Session pursuant to M.R.S.A. Section 405 (6) (C) at 7:45 PM.   All were favor.
· Motion made and seconded to exit the Executive Session at 8:18 p.m.  All were in favor.  
Coming out of Executive Session there will be no decision made until the Code Enforcement Officer consults with the town attorney. 
HEARING OF CITIZENS:
Selectmen Bob stated the Board would not entertain any questions in connection with the Fire Department or the litigation with J.P. Carroll Fuel Company.  
· Charles Pellegrino requested public access cable boxes for the Fire Department.  The Board approved for Charles to call Time Warner.
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· Lisa LePage asked that if Mike McLean was recognized by the Board as the Fire Chief, why the Board wouldn’t then appoint him.  
· Amanda LePage commented she is in favor of people being able to speak, not in favor of the Selectmen choosing who can speak.
· Maureen Donahue read from the “Code of Ethics” regarding a citizen’s right to speak at any public meeting.  Also, Maureen  read an e-mail from Bob DeVilleneuve sent to Mike McLean back in July of 2013 which implied that Bob was pleased with his performance at that time and wants to know why he feels  differently now?
· Brian Saulnier expressed there seems to be some confusion on the “gag order on the selectmen and a gag order not on the citizens”.
· Judy LePage made the comment that the Board of Selectmen has the right to appoint or not to appoint a position. 
· Steve McLean stressed again the need for the Fire Department to have a fuel card.
· Eileen Bryan wanted to let the record show that both the insurance company and the Maine Municipal attorney recommend that the town of limerick not make any settlement out of court.  Eileen also want to let it be known that there have been nails put in her driveway that have caused her sister to have a flat tire on her way to work as a first responder.  

· Steve McLean stated he also had nails placed in his driveway.

· Steve Malmude commented that the selectmen have the right to make the decisions but they also have the obligation to explain.  Steve also asked Bob to remove himself from his position.
Bob requested the camera to be shut off.

· Dean asked that the cameras not to be shut down.  Explained how difficult this situation is for the town - those that oppose the propane tank and those that are in favor.  Trying to work through the legal system the best he can and treat both sides fairly.  Would like to more forward and come to a resolution so that other business can be dealt with.  Dean made a motion to appoint the Fire Chief.  Bob disagreed because counsel told him not to.  If we did that then counsel would not support us.  
· Amanda LePage expressed thanks to Dean for explaining in a calm manner. 
· Bill Jones requested that Bob step down from the position of selectmen.  Also stated, if he doesn’t resign he will start proceedings to have him removed from office.
