OLD BUSINESS:
· The Board approved the submitted bid from Steve Richardson Excavation for the Winter Maintenance Contract for 2014-2017.  Discussed contract dates and required documentation.  A special town meeting will be scheduled at a future date to appropriate funds for possible additional costs.

· Motion made and seconded to approve the paving bid submitted by F. R. Carroll, Inc. in the amount of $194,185.00.  All were in favor
· Motion made and seconded to approve the General Assistance reimbursement for the month of May in the amount of $413.00.  All were in favor. 
· Motion made and seconded to approve the bid from Advanced Fire Protection Services in the amount of $27,500.00 for the installation of a sprinkler system at the Brick Town Hall.  Motion was withdrawn and seconded. Tabled until next meeting in order to determine which account would provide funding. All were in favor. 
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ANNOUNCEMENTS:
· The announcements were read by Dean.
HEARING OF CITIZENS: 
· Steve Malmude inquired that if a citizen was not registered to vote, could they register on the day of the election.  
· Bob expressed special thanks to Bob Richardson, Steve Richardson, Michael Hogan, Robert Libby, Charles Pellegrino Sr. and Frank Carroll Sr. & family for all the work done at Boy Scout Hall.  Also, thank you to Martha Smith and Nina Stitson for their ad in the Reporter and to Carrie Dangelis, Owner of the Reporter, for addressing the proposed Fire Department Ordinance. 

Bob announced there would be no public input because the Town Clerk needed to set the room up for voting.  Citizens became upset and stated that this should have been announced at the beginning of the meeting and was not acceptable.  A time was then set for thirty (30) minutes for comments.  

· Wendy Farrand addressed a comment made by the Chair at the Public Hearing on May 31st that was unfavorable about her.  Wanted the comment removed from the public record. Also asked if there is a system in place showing documentation of employee training for the Right-To-Know.  
· Mary Harkins expressed her opinion about the Fire Department Ordinance and asks the voters of Limerick to vote no.
· Dottie Richard inquired about a letter addressed to the Town Clerk from Joseph Lenkowski, Attorney At Law, concerning the proposed Municipal Fire and EMS Department Ordinance.    Dean read the letter which expressed concerns as to whether this ordinance has been appropriately handled.
· Eileen Byron referred to an ordinance in the town of Lyman and stated it took 4 yrs. to plan out. Eileen urges voters to vote no on Article 2. 
· Marian Budzyna read a letter of expression. (copy attached)
· Maureen Donahue asked about the stipends for the volunteers at the Fire Department and how that will change if the ordinance is voted in. 
· Tony Tedeschi gave a list of “reasons to vote against proposal”.  (copy attached)
· Clarence Woodsome, Jr. stated he has been a honoree member of a  volunteer Fire Department for 20 years and says a volunteer is a volunteer
· Denise Benton discussed the Fire Department stipends.  Asks the towns to vote yes on Article 2. 
· Jonathan Malmude quoted IRS Law on payment for volunteers. Asks to vote no on ordinance.
· Jane Garza had questions about the vault that the Board may purchase for permanent storage of records. 
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· Steve Malmude thanked all the people he has met around town and wants everyone to know that if they are not registered to vote they can register on Election Day. 
· Laurie Thyng expressed that someone stole something off her property, violating her rights as a citizen. She also asked when the Fire Department filed their documents to Incorporate, and why wasn’t that action put forth for the town of limerick to vote on.
