
LIMERICK PLANNING BOARD- APPROVED 10-14-13

 Minutes September 11, 2013   



Chairman Wardwell opened the meeting at 7:00 P.M. with Andy Ivey, Dave Coleman and Howard Burnham present.

PUBLIC HEARING:

Adam asked Andy to go over the information regarding the wording of the proposed warrant article changing the Single Family Seasonal Zone to the Lakes District for Sokokis Lake and Pickerel Pond and the Arrowhead Residential District. After Andy read the article information Adam asked for any other questions or comments.

Denise Benton asked why the same issues that are being addressed for Lake Arrowhead are not being addressed for the other lakes.

Adam stated that when this was brought to the attention of the board by the CEO he was not having the same issues around Sokokis Lake and Pickerel Pond as in Lake Arrowhead because almost all the lots on Sokokis and Pickerel are in the Shoreland Zone and there is a vehicle for lot owners to address the non conforming issue by applying for a getting a seasonal conversion. On Lake Arrowhead the problems the CEO has been having are for the many lots outside of the Shoreland Zone and do not have the ability to apply for a seasonal conversion. If there arises a problem in the future with the other lakes then it should be easier the second time around to do this for those lakes.

Dave stated that he had spoken Dennis at O’Donnell Associates about how this change will affect someone’s taxes by being considered year round instead of seasonal. The answer he was given was an explanation on the formula used to assess a property and it being based on the market, current sales, properties located nearby, waterfront or not. The answer did not specifically say that the tax rate would not be changed only that this change would not affect the formula used that much.

Mike Fitzpatrick asked if the waterfront homes in LAC would be exempt from this change.

Dave stated that this change would affect the areas outside of the Shoreland Zone and those within the Shoreland Zone have the ability to do a conversion.

Mike Fitzpatrick asked about the reduction in square footage for those lots outside of the waterfront.

Adam stated that this will only allow a reduction in square footage from 35,000 sq. ft to 20,000 sq ft. for those who currently own existing non-conforming lots, as of July 1, 2013, properties that can’t be brought up to standards any other way. 

There was also discussion about LAC stockpiling sand and gravel for the roads and if this would change the fact that this has been done for years. The board felt this was not to be considered mining or quarrying.

Mr. Shultz suggested that stockpiling material should be looked at because you don’t want people to stockpile and put mountains of stuff on their lots.

After having no other comments the public hearing was closed.

WALK-IN’s

Mike Connolly came in for a conditional use permit for his property located on Emery Corner Rd. on Map 23 Lot 24. He is going to put in a Laundromat in the old Dough Boy building.

The board set October 14, 2013 at 6PM for a site walk and a public hearing to follow at 7PM.
